The League of Women Voters of New York State and the League of Women Voters of the City of New York express compassion and support for the victims of Hurricane Sandy as we begin the recovery process.  
We have been in contact with the State and City Boards of Elections and are continually updating the League websites with election information for those affected by the storm. The public may visit www.lwvny.org or www.lwvnyc.org for NYC residents. We ask media outlets to publicize the information below in print and on radio for those without power or computer access. 

The State Board of Elections has approved an extension of the Absentee Ballot application deadline for all voters to November 2nd. Therefore, for all absentee ballot applications sent by MAIL or FAX, they now must be received no later than Friday, November 2nd. The voter will need to fax today a signed absentee ballot application to the respective borough or county BOE number, AND they will need to mail the signed application back to the respective Board of Elections by Monday. 
You may also appear at a County Board of Elections office and vote by absentee ballot in person.  The IN PERSON deadline remains Monday, November 5th. People may go to their County Board of Elections office and complete an absentee ballot in person at the office today, this weekend (depending on hours of the office) and Monday, Nov. 5. 

The City Board of Elections has indicated that changes in poll sites will occur. Watch on the City Board of Elections website, www.vote.nyc.ny.us, or call the City League (212)725-3541 for information on any changes in polling sites and other election updates for New York City residents.
