E. Environmental Standards

The voting system shall be designed to protect against dust and moisture during storage and transportation. Testing shall be similar to the procedure of MIL-STD-810F, Method 510.4, for dust, and MIL-STD-810F, Method 506.4 for moisture. These tests are intended to evaluate exposure to these elements when the system or equipment is in a non-operating configuration and the equipment or system’s required protective cover is in

place.

	In order to clarify the “similar to” statement in the requirement, Procedure III-settling dust will be used for the dust test and Procedure III-Drip will be used for the rain test.
